Ludwig van Beethoven was a great composer. He was born in Germany in 1770. His father was a musician

and taught him music when he was young. By 1778 he studied the organ and viola (7 #£%) in addition to the
piano. His most important teacher in Bonn was Christian Gottlob Neefe. He helped Beethoven publish( i} fi2) his
first works in 1782. In 1787, Beethoven traveled to Vienna for the first time to study with Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart. After only about two weeks in Vienna, he returned home because of his mother’s illness. Beethoven'’s
mother died on July 17, 1787. In 1792 he moved to Vienna to study with Joseph Haydn. By 1793, Beethoven got a
reputation (7 %) in Vienna. His first works appeared in 1795. Around 1796, Beethoven began to lose his
hearing(Wr 77). Yet he went on writing music. Beethoven has three compositional careers: Early, Middle, and Late

periods. Each period shows his different musical style. Beethoven composed thirty-two piano sonatas(Z="3 i) in
his life. The Moonlight Sonata is the most famous of all. He gave his life to music. He never married. Beethoven
died in 1827, at the age of 57.
