In1948 the
family moved to Memphis, Tennessee.
At the age of five he loved to listen to radio music. He also liked to go to his neighbourhood
church and listen to the music by the black singers and musicians, called gospel. When Elvis was
16 his father bought him a guitar for his birthday. Because his father had very little money, the
